The following is the statistical data for racial harassment in Leicester from April 1%
2007 to September 30" 2007 for both Police and non-police agencies. Schools
data for this period will be available in the next report which will cover the entire
year ending March 31 2008.

INCIDENTS

During the period April 1% 2007 to September 30" 2007 there were a total of 432
incidents recorded by the Police and non-Police agencies (506 in 2006). The
non-Police agencies are as follows:

1. Incidents by Type
A. Police

For the period April 20077 September 2007 assaults constituted the majority of
Police data at 73% of the total or 291 incidents out of 400.

A. Police

4. Incidents by Ward

INCIDENTS BY VICTIMS

There were 409 victims of racial harassment between April 1% 2007 and
September 30" 2007 according to Police and Non-Police sources. This compares
to 506 in the same period last year.

5. Victims by Age

A. Police

The trend is for those between the broad ages of 30 and 39 to be victims of racial
harassment and this pattern was followed in the April to September period of this

year, where 30-39 year olds constituted 27% of all 377 incidents according to
Police data. The age range 18-24 accounted for 17% of all victims.

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B. Non-Police

In terms of Non-Police data, 30-39 year olds constituted a quarter of the victims of
racial harassment between April and September 2007 (i.e., eight incidents). In
seven cases the victims were aged between 40 and 49 (22%), and in four cases

they were 50+.

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6. Victims by Gender and Ethnicity

A. Police

According to Police data, most of the victims were Asian males, and Asians as a
whole accounted for nearly half of all the incidents. White Europeans accounted for
21% of all victims in terms of ethnicity, followed by African Caribbeans at 16%.

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PERPETRATORS

There has been an increase in the number of perpetrators of racial harassment
compared to the same period last year. There were a total of 416 perpetrators of
racial harassment between April 2007 and September 2007 compared to 390 in

the same period of 2006.

1. Perpetrators by Age

A. Police

It is noteworthy that 103 of the 373 perpetrators were aged between 18-24 years
constituting just under one third of all perpetrators. Nearly a fifth were between the
ages of 10 and 17years, and around 14% were 40-49 year olds. Similarly, nearly
13% perpetrators were 30-39 year olds.
